Title:  Drawing with non-traditional media
Media/materials:  Ink, straws, low tack paper (Contact Paper), rubber cement, illustration board (11x 14)
Grade Level:  High School

Decide on a simple shape and cut it three different sizes from low tack paper (if you use Contact paper, remove some of the tack by laying it in dust from the floor).  Place it on the illustration board so it is an interesting layout.

Drip rubber cement in shallow lines around the board so that they lead your eye around the shapes.  Let it set up, does not have to be totally dry.
Using straws create solids and line by blowing the ink around.  Pay attention to focal points and shapes that emphasize the blocked out areas.

When the ink is dry, remove the low tack paper and blow more ink into the shapes to incorporate them into the overall composition.

Remove the rubber cement.  If you have access to a cement pick-up that is best so the ink does not smear.
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
