My Favorite Lesson
Lesson title:  Acrylic Batik

Project grade level:  8-12th grade
Objective:  To create an interesting composition using acrylic paint, tempera and India ink emphasizing line, shape, color and pattern.
Materials needed:   12 x 18 inch manila paper for preliminary drawing, 12 x 18 inch-120 lb. watercolor paper, acrylic paint (I buy the .48 bottles at Wal-Mart), white tempera paint, India ink and acrylic gel medium

Procedure:  Draw a composition using a still life, animal or a design.  Transfer the composition onto120 lb. watercolor paper and paint with acrylic paint.  Leave white paper showing between painted shapes using a thick and thin line for variety. Paint a semi-thick layer of white tempera paint over the dry acrylic, being sure to leaving white paper between shapes.  Pay attention to contrasting color, line variety, shape and pattern during this step.  Let tempera dry and spread black ink over the entire paper, including the white lines between the shapes.  The white tempera will wash off leaving spontaneous black texture and lines.  Let the ink dry; carefully wash off the tempera and ink in the sink.  Coat with acrylic gel medium to make the colors more brilliant as the final step after the paper is thoroughly dry.  You will have an interesting technique achieved only by this process.  
Notes/Comments:  Be careful washing the ink and tempera coating from the paper as the paper is fragile at this stage.  
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
