LESSON:  POP ART HAMBURGES


GRADE LEVEL: 4TH GRADE

NUMBER OF CLASS SESSIONS:  4
MOTIVATIONAL MATERIALS:  

-examples of pop art by Andy Worhol, Claus Olenburg, others.

PROCEEDURES:

Week one:  
-show examples of pop art and explain the movement and how it developed. 

-have students unfold the table covers

-give each student a chunk of clay. Have them roll out the clay about ½” thick- cut 2 3” circles  

-discuss that these will become the bun of their burger. One circle will be shaped into the bottom bun by rounding the edges slightly.  The second circle is rounded, and then pushed up from the bottom to round the top of the bun and make it appear thicker than it is. 

-using their left over clay, students are to make the meat.  Discuss the different shapes and types of hamburgers they might make.  

-store for next week.  Damp paper towel between each layer. 
-when cleaned up, re-fold fabric table covers.

Week two:

-students are to make at least 3 condiments.  Discuss the different kinds they may choose, such as cheese, pickles, lettuce, etc.  Demonstrate how these are to be made.  

-at the end of the class, students are to put a damp paper towel between each layer. Leave burger out the dry.

Week three:

-introduce the role of the graphic artist in package design.  

-students are to design a label for their hamburger box.  It must include a brand name, logo, and a motto.  

-students are given a 4” square piece of white drawing paper to develop their graphic design.

-students will color with colored pencils.

-glue the students label design to their Styrofoam box using a hot glue gun. 

Week 4:

-students are to glaze hamburger using appropriate colored glaze.  

-bottom of top bun and bottom bun are to be left up glaze.

-top and bottom of every other surface is to be glazed. 

-stack glazed pieces: bottom bun, burger, largest condiment to smallest, top bun.
-teacher will fire top bun separately so it can by removed.
