	Stage 1 – Desired Results

TOPIC:  Cubism a Fractured Reality - self portrait with collage elements

	Understanding(s):

Students will understand that…

· Artistic expression is influenced by time, place and culture.
· One gains insight into culture by analyzing and interpreting its visual art.
· Inventions can influence the way artist perceive imagery.

	Essential Questions(s):  

· Are artists cultural visionaries, reporters or reactionaries?

· Must the artist determine meaning to his/her art or can it be “art for art sake?”

· What is Cubism?

· How and why was it developed?

· Who were the artists that influenced this modern movement?

· Photography how did the invention of the camera effect art?

· Visual elements and design art principles.

	Students will be able to…
1. analyze and interpret works by gaining an understanding and awareness for the cubist style of artists such as Picasso, Braque, and Gris.

2. learn technique of cubism by creating a multi-media composition showing multiple views of various objects -- fracturing the planes in the manner of the cubists.
3. compare works by style and distinguish visual characteristics within the style.
4. reinforce element of value and balance by developing skills in shading using both white and black to show values, and placing shapes in appropriate areas on page.

	Stage 3 – Learning Plan

	Learning Activities:

Instruction/Motivation: 

1. Present the work of Pablo Picasso, Juan Gris and Georges Braque through PowerPoint or slides. Show and discuss segments of video if available. Critique art prints. Work with mirrors and fragmented paper to practice face imagery.
2. Demonstrate how to show multiple views of one object - demonstrate fractured planes.
3. Demonstrate collage techniques - demonstrate wood grained textures -  review shading
Materials: 
Newsprint~2 sheets 9”x12” for each student
Pencils #2HB, Ebony Black
Rulers
Preliminaries of fragmented face made with1”X1” mirror,  Black paper 9X12 for final rendering
White colored pencils/crayons/oil pastels,  Gray colored pencils/crayons/oil pastels
Watercolor (glittery watercolor washes),  Palettes,  Brushes
Graphite sticks (6B),  Black Felt tip pens (India ink - optional)
Newspapers/ covered text from old books, Scissors, Rubber cement Adhesive

1. After reviewing Picasso and Braque from textbook (several titles are available - see resource list) and a text portion of Cubism (Art History), students are set up with a ruler, newsprint, pencil and eraser, 1x1” mirror.  Students will draw two preliminaries of their facial features on newsprint. 

2. With the students following along with overhead projected demonstration, begin with a few straight lines on the newsprint, some vertical, some horizontal and some diagonal (about five to start).  Talk to them about stylization and simplification of form into to flat shape. 
3. When they start to draw these contours of objects, have them start at the top and move down the page.  When they get to the lines, shift over and continue to draw the object.  Add more lines from parts of the objects that they have started.  Have them make at least two studies with different views of facial features used with new angles of lines. 
4. Pick out the best design and transfer it to the black paper. White chalk or graphite can be used here.  
5. Outline the design with a white or gray colored pencil.  Plan out a value pattern using a black, gray or white crayon or colored pencil. 
6. Select at least three areas to collage newspapers or collaged book with covered up words and use rubber cement to glue them down. 
7. For hair, use watercolors to produce a faux texture by painting lines, blending with a moistened brush and putting a tone across the area for a light value.  Check on supplies of glittery water color media.
8. Lastly use white and grey and black colored pencils, oil pastels or crayons and graphite pencils to draw into shapes and make gradations where you like.
