FIMO Heart Pin

2nd Grade

approximately 2- 30 min classes

Objectives:

· The students will learn to work in a new media.  

· Students will learn the term contrast.  
· Students will create a Heart pin.
· Students will learn the term felting knife.
· Students will learn the term marbling.
· Students will create a marbled effect with the FIMO.

Materials:

FIMO (blocks can be cut into 16 pieces – 2 pieces per student), pin backs, super glue, felting knives, foil, markers, pizza pan, oven, and ziploc baggies.

Visuals:  student examples

Procedures:

1. Cut the FIMO blocks into 16 pieces.  You will need two pieces for each student.   

2. Have the students write their name on a Ziploc baggie in marker; so that the material and project can be stored.  

3. Discuss with students the term contrast.  Then ask students to pick two pieces of FIMO.

4. Show the students examples of student work.

5. They will roll the two pieces in a coil and lay the side by side.  They then should twist the pieces around each other and press them flat.  Next they should fold the bottom up towards the top.  They may want to continue to press/push and fold the piece till it looks a little more marbled.  Tell students that they may want to put the opposite colors next to each other and in various places to give it a good marbling effect.

6. Cut the piece in half to see how the marbling inside looks.  If it is okay then students should begin to form their heart shape.  They will press the FIMO into a flat ball and pinch the bottom for the point of the heart.  Next they will need to press down the top center area somewhat to give it the indent for the top of the heart.

7. Students may want to lightly rub out any wrinkles or other marks.

8. When students are finished, they should put their heart in their Ziploc baggie and put it on the pizza pan.

9. When you have enough hearts put a piece of foil on a pizza pan, put a student’s heart on the foil and underneath their heart, write their name.  

10. Bake the hearts.  Return them to the Ziploc baggies.  Superglue the pin backs onto the heart.  You may want students to pick the front from the back.

Evaluation:

Do the students know what the term contrast means?  
Did students create a visually appealing Heart pin.
Students will learn the term felting knife.

Did students learn the proper use, care, and safety of a felting knife?


Do the students know what the term marbling means?  Does their heart show that?
