Landscapes

Kindergarten

2 or 3 – 30 min class

Objectives:

· Students will learn different types of lines.
· Students will learn what a landscape is.
· Students will create a 5 line landscape.

Procedures:

Day 1:

1. Give each student a piece of drawing paper.  They should lay in lengthwise in front of them and put their name and class number on the paper.  Once they have their name on the paper, they should turn it over.

2. For the first class discuss with students that they will be creating a landscape and what a landscape is.  Show students the landscape examples and bring attention to the fact that the sky touches the ground and the different elements and types of lines in a landscape.

3. Tell students that they will be drawing different types of lines (in crayon) and following along with you while you are drawing it on the board.  I start with a zigzag line at the top, then a straight line below that, a loopy line below that, a wavy line below that, and finally a zigzag line towards the bottom of the paper.

4. Explain to the students that someone wrote a song about the beauty of America and the different types of features to the land.

5. Ask students what color the sky is?  Once they have answered that, they are to color the area at the top of the paper from the zigzag line to the top of the paper.

Day 2:

1. Next tell students that between the straight line and the zigzag line is supposed to be mountains.  Ask the students what color they might be?  Remind them about the song and what color it mentionied. (possible answers – brown, gray, and violet/purple).  Students should color in their mountains.

2. Next students will color in the bottom of their paper to zigzag line (that is at the bottom).  This is supposed to be the amber waves of grain, so ask students what color the farm fields are.  Answers may be yellow or gold.  Students should now color the bottom.

3. Next tell students that from the zigazag line to the wavy line is supposed to be water and what color should water be?  You may want to ask students to do it in a different color of blue than what they did their sky in.

4. From the water to the loopy line is supposed to be bushes.  Ask students what color that might be.  Have them color it in.

5. Finally students are to color the ground, it is not grass but dirt.  So they should either color it brown or if their mountains were brown then they will want to color it in a flesh color.

Evaluation:

Were students able to draw different types of lines and name them when you asked them?
Were students able to tell you what a landscape is?

Did students create a 5 line landscape?

Did students color in their landscape nicely and cover all of the white paper?
