LESSON:  PINCH POT FISH


GRADE LEVEL: 3rd grade

NUMBER OF CLASS SESSIONS:  3
MOTIVATIONAL MATERIALS:  fish

PROCEEDURES:

Week 1-

-pass out 3x4 ½” piece of cardboard. Have students put their name on the cardboard.

-give each student a tennis ball sized piece of clay which they are to make a simple pinch pot. Turn on it’s side and flatten.  This becomes the body and mouth of their fish.  Put on cardboard.
-give each table a chunk of clay.  Instruct the students as to how to make a tail, how to adhere to their body.  As time permits, they are to make a top and/or side fins. 

-store properly.

Week 2-

-pass out fish. 

-students are to finish fish.  Each fish must have mouth, eyes, 1-3 fins, and tail.  Other things may be added, but must be added correctly.  

-students are to smooth entire fish using damp finger. 

-put name on fish and let out to dry.

Week 3-

-glaze fish.  Everything is to be painted except for the bottom of the fish.
